
	1	General information 



Thonburi Healthcare Group Public Company Limited (“the Company”) is a public company which listed in the Stock Exchange of Thailand. The Company is incorporated and domiciled in Thailand. The addresses of the Company’s registered offices are as follows:

The Company’s principal business operation is to provide hospital operations. The Company’s subsidiaries’ principal business operations are described in Note 16.  For reporting purpose, the Company and its subsidiaries are referred as “the Group”.

The interim consolidated and separate financial information were authorised for issue by the Board of Directors on 13 August 2021.


	2	Significant events during the current period



After the outbreak of Coronavirus Disease 2019 (“COVID-19 outbreak”) in early 2020, it has affected the operating results for the six-month period ended 30 June 2021, especially on the Hospital operations business and Healthcare solution provider business which have increased costs from the use of anti-infection medical tools while the number of patients decreased. 

With a series of precautionary measures continued to be implemented across regions with certain level of restrictions and controls over the travelling of people and traffic arrangements, it impacts especially the hospital that targets international patients, and also the secondary hospitals which were more affected than the tertiary hospitals curing complex diseases i.e., Cancer, Neuro and Heart due to reluctancy of patients to visit the hospital with non-urgent cases. It also resulted in the decrease in number of customers from sales of condominium unit due to reluctancy in making purchase decisions on account of the current economic uncertainty. Overall, it results in lower revenues from operation of the Group. However, the Group is paying close attention to the development of the COVID-19 outbreak, evaluating its impacts on the operation together with contriving ways to deal with the issue through expanding domestic customer base, controlling costs and expenses, and managing resources effectively.


	3	Basis of preparation



The interim consolidated and separate financial information has been prepared in accordance with Thai Accounting Standard (TAS) no. 34, Interim Financial Reporting and other financial reporting requirements issued under the Securities and Exchange Act.

These interim financial information should be read in conjunction with the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2020.

An English version of the interim consolidated and separate financial information have been prepared from the interim financial information that is in the Thai language. In the event of a conflict or a difference in interpretation between the two languages, the Thai language interim financial information shall prevail.


	4	Accounting policies



The accounting policies used in the preparation of the interim financial information are consistent with those used in the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2020, except for the following:

1) 	As at 1 January 2021, the Group ceases applying the temporary exemption guidance to relieve the impact from COVID-19 (temporary measures to relieve the impact from COIVD-19) announced by The Federation of Accounting Professions (TFAC) which were effective for reporting periods ending between 1 January 2020 and 31 December 2020. The ceasing the guidance is not significant impact to the financial performance for the six-month period ended 30 June 2021; and
2) 	The adoption of the new and amended financial reporting standards as described in Note 5.


	5	New and amended financial reporting standards 



5.1	Amended financial reporting standards that are effective for accounting period beginning or after 1 January 2021 which are relevant and have significant impacts to the Group

Amendment to TFRS 3 – Business Combinations

Since 1 January 2021, the Group adopt the amendment to TFRS 3 - Business Combinations. The amended definition of business requires a business acquisition to include, at least an input and a substantive process that together significantly contribute to the ability to create outputs. The definition of the term ‘outputs’ is amended to focus on goods and services provided to customers, and it excludes returns in the form of lower costs and other economic benefits. The amendments will likely result in more acquisitions being accounted for as asset acquisitions.

5.2	Amended financial reporting standards that are effective for accounting period beginning or after 1 January 2022 which are relevant and have significant impacts to the Group

Certain amended TFRSs have been issued that are not mandatory for the current reporting period and have not been early adopted by the Group and the Company.

Interest rate benchmark (IBOR) reform – phase 2, amendments to TFRS 9, TFRS 7 and TFRS 16 provide relief measures addressing issues that might affect financial reporting during the reform, including the effects of changes to contractual cash flows or hedging relationship arising from the replacement of one benchmark with an alternative benchmark.

Key relief measures of the phase 2 amendments are as follows:
· 	When changing the basis for determining contractual cash flows for financial assets and financial liabilities (including lease liabilities), changes that are necessary as a direct result of the IBOR reform and which are considered economically equivalent, will not result in an immediate gain or loss in the profit or loss. TFRS 16 has also been amended to require lessees to use a similar practical expedient when accounting for lease modifications that change the basis for determining future lease payments as a result of the IBOR reform.
· 	Hedge accounting relief measures will allow most TFRS 9 hedge relationships that are directly affected by the IBOR reform to continue. However, additional ineffectiveness might need to be recorded.

TFRS 7 requires additional disclosure about:
· 	the nature and extent of risks arising from the IBOR reform to which the entity is exposed to
· 	how the entity manages those risks
· 	the entity's progress in transitioning from the IBOR to alternative benchmark rates and how the entity is managing this transition.



	
6	Estimates



The preparation of interim financial information requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of accounting policies and the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expense. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

In preparing this interim financial information, the significant judgements made by management in applying the Group’s accounting policies and the key sources of estimation uncertainty were the same as those that applied to the consolidated and separate financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2020.

Increase in investment in a subsidiary - Thonburi Wellbeing Co., Ltd.

At the Extra Ordinary Shareholders’ Meeting No. 1/2021 of a subsidiary on 28 January 2021, the shareholders approved the increase in registered share capital from Baht 1,300,000,000 (130,000,000 ordinary shares at par value Baht 10.00 per share) to Baht 1,500,000,000 (150,000,000 ordinary shares at par value Baht 10.00 per share) by issuing 20,000,000 ordinary shares at par value Baht 10.00 per share. The subsidiary registered the share capital increase with the Ministry of Commerce on 5 February 2021.  Moreover, the subsidiary make payments for loans from the parent company with interest in amounting to Baht 200.00 million.

At the Board of Directors’ Meeting No.1/2021 on 28 January 2021, the Board of Directors approved the additional investment in a subsidiary - Thonburi Wellbeing Co., Ltd. by purchasing the additional shares according to the proportion of shareholding interest through purchase of 20,000,000 ordinary shares at the price of Baht 10.00 per share (par value at Baht 10.00 per share), totalling Baht 200,000,000. Such additional investment did not affect to the Company’s shareholding interest. The Company paid for such additional investment on 1 February 2021.

Investment in a subsidiary - Med Access Co., Ltd.

At the Board of Directors' Meeting No. 2/2021 on 23 February 2021, the Board of Directors approved the establishment of a subsidiary with the objective of operating the central procurement and distributing medical equipment, medical products and supplies. The Company registered the establishment of Med Access Co., Ltd. in Thailand with the Ministry of Commerce on 29 April 2021 with registered share capital of Baht 1.00 million (10,000 ordinary shares at par value Baht 100.00 per share). The Company held 100% of shareholding interest. The Company paid for shares in amounting to Baht 250,000 (10,000 ordinary shares with paid-up Baht 25.00 per share) on 9 June 2021.

As at 30 June 2021 and 31 December 2020, the Group’s management has reviewed allowance for impairment of investments in subsidiaries by considering from the previous performance operation, future expected performance and other factors and considered to set the allowance for impairment in amounting to Baht 834.37 million in the separate financial information.

At the Board of Directors’ Meeting No. 3/2020 on 3 April 2020, the Board of Directors has approved the shares repurchase program for financial management purpose detailed as follows:

· The maximum amount for the share repurchases are not exceeding Baht 280.00 million.
· Number of repurchased shares will be not exceeding 10 million shares at par value of Baht 1.00 per share, which is equivalent to 1.20% of the total issued shares.
· Repurchasing of shares on the Stock Exchange of Thailand.
· The repurchase period will be within 6 months since 21 April 2020 to 20 September 2020.
· In determining the repurchase price, the average market price during 30 days prior to the date on which the Company discloses the information of shares repurchase will be used as the basis of calculation. The repurchase price must be not exceeded average closing price during 5 working days prior to each trading date plus 15% of such average closing price. The average market price during 30 days during 20 February 2020 to 1 March 2020 was Baht 20.35 per share.

During the year 2020, the Company repurchase shares totally 5,281,400 shares at the price between Baht 19.00 to Baht 21.30 per share, totalling treasury share of Baht 105,026,490.

In accordance with the regulations of the Stock Exchange of Thailand, the Company has to reserve the unappropriated retained earnings to the treasury shares reserve until the treasury shares are all sold or when the decrease in the paid-up capital of the treasury shares. As at 30 June 2021, the Company has treasury shares reserve of Baht 105,026,490.

As at 30 June 2021, the shares have not been cancelled and are held as treasury shares. As such the Company has the right to reissue these shares at a later date.

Subsidiary

1)	The subsidiary has filed Department of Land and related government according to the land revocation of the Company which has lawsuits held as follows:

1.1)	The Company has filed about land NS.3K. for 2 issues (the black case). The Administrative Court judged that it was the revocation of part of certificate of land rights that issued illegally and was not considered a revocation of the right to occupy and use the land. The Central Administrative Court dismissed on 18 January 2013 which the Company appealed. As at 30 June 2021, it is under consideration by the Supreme Administrative Court.
1.2)	The subsidiary has filed about land NS.3K. for 2 issues which Department of Land has established the revocation committee for revoke the certificate of land rights that issued not complied with regulation. However, as at 30 June 2021, there is no revocation order and it is under consideration by the revocation committee.

2)	A subsidiary was filed by external party to the Court of Appeals for the land revocation of which the land was currently developing under real estate project at Pracha Uthit and filed for adverse possession of such land. However, the subsidiary had filed back the party for trespassing and claimed for damages and the action of the party to remove possession from the property of the subsidiary.

		On 26 May 2021, the subsidiary and the party agreed to settle the lawsuit and entered into the memorandum of agreement which states that the party has to remove its possessions from the subsidiary’s land and comply with all condition in the memorandum also will not file a petition on servitude anymore or if already filed, it will be withdrawn. The party withdraw the petition on 10 June 2021. The subsidiary will withdraw the land possessions complaint within the agreed time. If such person fails to comply with the memorandum, the subsidiary can cancel the memorandum immediately and it does not preclude the right to prosecute the party, both civil and criminal including being able to claim damages.

Investment in a related company

At the Board of Directors’ Meeting No. 5/2021 on 30 June 2021, the Board of Directors approved the investment in 1,333,333 ordinary shares of Thai Medical Glove Co., Ltd. totalling Baht 199,999,950 with shareholding interest at 7.40%. The Company made partial payment for shares in July 2021.

Additional investment in an associate
